MMSRC has opened the Assignor Training pages for assignors for 2017 as of 9 PM tonight. Completion of
certification requirements are necessary in order to access the 2017 Minnesota Approved List, which determines
which referees can be assigned to USSF-affilizted matches. If you are an assignor, we recommend payment of
fees and completion of training as quickly as possible so you can access this list.

2017 Registration Closure Dates...
Updated Feb 1, 2017

Registration is currently open for all referee candidates for the 2017 season, both new referees and returning
officials who were USSF-certified in 2016.

Mew referee account creation will close on April 26, 2017 and will need to complete their classroom
reguirements by June 3, 2017.

Officials who certified in 2016 that have to re-certify for 2017 will be able to do so through June 18, 2017.

If you registered and were certified prior to June 30, 2016, your certification expired on December 31, 2016.
When logged in, your dark blue sidebar will indicate yvour 2017 Approval status is "Incomplete” until vou finish
all certification steps, then switch to "Pending,” at which point the SRA can approve you.

IMPORTANT: If you finished new referee training after June 30, 2016, vou will note that vou are "Approved”
for 2017. You do not have any additional required steps at this time to complete 2017 certification, and are
eligible to officiate affilizted games for the entire 2017 calendar vear.
